criteria of DHR (Within one month of homicide) 

Conduct DVHR: Chair to draft Overview Report, 
Executive Summary and Action Plan (Within 6 

months of CSP decision to hold DHR) 

Criteria met: CSP commission 
 DHR and Review Panel  

QA Group assesses Review as 
adequate/inadequate according to guidance. 

Review is published, stored centrally by HO and 
lessons learned disseminated by QA Group via 

bulletin and web page.
