Application Process



1. Assessment process

The assessment process is split into five stages.

Stage 1 - All applications will receive an automatic acknowledgement once they have been
submitted.

Stage 2 - Following the application closing date, due diligence and compliance checks will be
undertaken. Should further information or clarification be required, contact will be made with the
applicant. Applications that do not meet the due diligence requirements will be notified at this
stage.

Stage 3 - All applications that have passed Stage 2 will be forwarded to an internal review panel
for consideration

Stage 4 - All applications from Stage 3 will be reviewed by ward councillors from the respective
Brent Connects Neighbourhood areas and will recommend applicants to be considered for grant
funding

Stage 5 - All recommended grant awards under £100k will seek approval from the Corporate
Director and Lead Member for Customers, Culture and Communities and applicants will be
notified in March 2024. All recommended grant awards over £100k will seek cabinet approval and
applicants will be notified in May 2024
