Order which prohibits the drinking of alcohol in a public place.

Police & Council Visit

On 25/11/21 myself, PC Norton and Ms Chan (Brent Council) attended the night club where
we met Mr Askoul, due to a series of complaints and alleged breaches of their license. There
we viewed the CCTV and discussed the issues / complaints that had been made against the
venue. Below is a summary of the breaches found by the police and council:-

One of the most
concerning aspects of this visit was CCTV footage showing patrons entering after midnight
on 31/10/2021.

The existing license clearly details how entry or re-entry is not permitted after 00.00 hours. |
asked Mr Askoul for an explanation as to why there was a series of customers entering the
venue between 00.00 and 00.45 hours, to which he had no response.

Summary

From a policing perspective the crime figures generated by this club, which would have been
subject to lockdown measure for part of the year, are high. The club patrons are contributing
to the boroughs crimes with GBH reports, drink spiking leading to two allegations of rape,
complaints from members of the public to their councillors with fighting and anti-social
behaviour outside the club in the early hours of the morning.

Having already visited the club and met Mr Askoul, | have seen that the management of the
club are not adhering to their current license. The last entry rules were been ignored,

alcohol was been served to drunk customers and there has been more than one allegation of
COVID breaches at the club.

A warning letter has already been served on the club by myself on 26/11/21 (copy attached)
for breaching their current conditions, so it seems impractical to extend any of the hours or
numbers of patrons allowed in the club when the management cannot abide with the
current conditions.

Extending the hours to any extent is more than likely going to add to the already high crime
figures generated by the club, increase the number of complaints and have a negative effect
on the surrounding business’ and residents. This will put further pressure on the police and
London ambulance service in the early hours of the morning when the demand for the
emergency services is already high.
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Taking into account Police concerns for the crime generated by the club, the breaching of
their current conditions and Brent Councils policy on CIZ’s, | would assume this application

will be refused by the council.

For the reasons stated above, police oppose all the conditions of this variation of license.

| certify that | have considered the application shown above and | wish to make a representation
that the likely effect of the grant of the application is detrimental to the Licensing Objectives for
the reasons indicated below.

An officer of the Licensing Authority, in whose area the premises are situated, who is
authroised for the purposes of exercising its statutory function as a ‘Responsible
Authority’ under the Licensing Act 2003.

The application has been made for a variation of the premises licence under section 34 of
the Act.

The Licensing Authority representations are primarily concerned with the four licensing objectives;

. the prevention of crime and disorder;
. public safety;

. the prevention of public nuisance; and
. the protection of children from harm.

| have assessed the application and wish to object to the grant of the above application. The
Licensing Authority feel that the applicant has failed to demonstrate they are capable of upholding
the licensing objectives.

The premises has generated a catalogue of complaints since September 2020 to date.
On 11™ September 2020, Susana Figeuiredo, Licensing Enforcement Officer spoke with Mr Samir

Askoul who is the director of This Way Entertainment Ltd and the DPS of the premises regarding
a complaint alleging that the premises was operating as a nightclub, which was against Covid
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regulations. An email was sent confirming the discussion that Ms Figeuiredo had with Mr Askoul
advising him that the Council follow a zero tolerance for breaching Covid rules (Appendix 1).

On 1%t June 2021, the Licensing Police notified the Licensing Authority that they were made aware
that the during May bank holiday, the premise was in full operation by permitting people to dance
when restrictions applied during the Covid Pandemic.

As a result of the allegation, the Licensing Police and | conducted a joint visit to the premises to
investigate the complaint on Friday 4" June 2021 in the presence of Samir Askoul.

Upon request, Mr Askoul was unable to show us the CCTV recordings to verify the complaint and
failed to comply with a number of conditions embedded on the premise licence. Subsequent to
my investigatory visit, a letter of warning was issued to the licensee on 7" June 2021 (Appendix
2).

On 11™ June 2021, Mr Askoul informed me via email that he had addressed the matters stipulated
in my letter dated 7" June 2021.

On 14™ October 2021, the Licensing Police notified the Licensing Authority that an incident was
recorded on their Crime report, which took place on 10/10/2021 between 23:11-23:40hrs.

The victim had gone to the bar to get a drink and accidentally bumped into one of a small
group. He claims he was set upon, punched in head and torso. SIA broke it up and
separated the individuals. The victim went outside to call police. At a short time after this,
two suspects from the previous group, ran out of the venue and fly kicked the victim as he
was on the phone. SIA again separated the parties and held them until Police arrived. CCTV
was shown/provided to officers at scene. The two males were arrested for GBH.

On 30™ October 2021, the Licensing Police notified the Licensing Authority tthat in the early
hours of this morning at around 3am (30/10/2021), there was a larger fight (20-30) people
outside The Triangle Club. There were no allegations made from any parties involved and
all dispersed pretty quickly. There were a number of police units in attendance. No arrests
were made.

This led me to view Brent CCTV recordings for the weekend in question. The below findings were
captured as part my viewing:

00:30hrs — Patrons entering premises (Appendix 3).

02:10hrs — People inflating helium balloons outside premises.

02:15hrs — Male with large helium canister filling balloons, security not interacting (Appendix 4).
02:19hrs - An intoxicated male wearing a white vest and an orange jumpsuit wrapped around
his waist supported by another male leaves premises (Appendix 5).

02:38hrs — A male lifted out from premises, he appeared intoxicated. Another intoxicated male
was guided out of premises, he was placed against the wall to rest, he did not appear coherent
(Appendix 6).

03:05hrs - Three males and a female approached the crowd that was attending the
unconscious victim leaning against the wall. Then fight occurred, SIA intervenes to break up
fight (Appendix 7).
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03:07hrs — Several altercations occurring in the area. Several crowds of patrons obstructing the
public highway (Appendix 8).

03:12hrs — Ambulances arrive at scene

03:19hrs — Continuation of altercations and disorder on the street, vehicles seen dodging
around patrons obstructing the road (Appendix 9).

03:20hrs — Police arrive, crowds standing outside neighbouring premises Westfield
Supermarket (closed).

04:00hrs — Police left scene.

315t October 2021

Midnight to 00:30hrs — customers entering premises

02:06hrs — Black Range Rover drop off 3 females, they enter premises at 02:08hrs (Appendix
10).

02:16hrs —02:32hrs - Male leaves premise, appear intoxicated, unsteady on his feet, lays against
the wall (Appendix 11).

On 25" November 2021, the Licensing Police and | conducted a joint visit to the premises to view
the CCTV footage recorded at the premises in the presence of Mr Askoul and his security
manager. Having viewed the CCTV footage provided by Mr Askoul, it was apparent that a number
of conditions embedded on the premises were failed. A warning letter was issued by the Licensing
Police outlining the issues and breach of the conditions identified (Appendix 12).

e There should be a controlled area with bars and clubs away from residents, an
industrial area with transportation links for people who want a night out.an area
like the O2 where people have to get transport links home or a controlled parking
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area on the weekend stopping people from driving to the venue and get them back
onto local transport links instead.

e This is antisocial behaviour and has always been yet the license department do
very little to help the residents that need to sleep. They can control Venus but they
can't control the people that frequent these venues and that is the issue

e | have always had with these venues. When people are high or drunk and jump into
their cars to blast out music and discard of there alcohol bottles chicken and chips
on our streets or come into our front yard to urinate | have an issue with these
venues being on our doorstep.

e Can we please remind the license department that this is not acceptable and the
venue's need to be shut down permanently and relocated to an area with no
residents.

Harlesden Town Centre is a hotspot for alcohol flagged calls to the Police for crime and anti-
social behaviour. Itis also a hotspot for ambulance calls where the victim has sustained an injury.
The whole of the town centre suffers from high levels of alcohol related and crime and disorder
iIssues, including residential streets off the main town centre such as Rucklidge Avenue,
Wendover Road, Buckingham Road and St Albans Road

Although the the premises may not be responsible for all the anti social behaviour in the area, the
Licensing Authority feel by extending the licensing hours/terminal hours and no re-entry timings
would greatly impact the wider community.

Furthermore, there is a likelihood that patrons that appear at the venue by the proposed no-entry
time may be already be intoxicated as most drinking establishments are generally closed by
1:30hrs to 2:30hrs.

Brent CCTV camera shows evidence that the dispersal of patrons were poorly managed. Not only
were patrons were congregrating on the public highway causing an obstruction, there were
several scenes of disorder taking place.

In the last 12 months, the premises has attracted complaints and concerns by various authorities
and members of the public. Investigations conclude that the applicant has failed to comply with
the Licensing Act and Covid Regulations on a number of occasions. | feel the applicant would not
be in a position to promote the licensing objectives and therefore, request the application to be
refused.

Following recent telephone conversations with Sgt Paul Scott, Mr Askoul was made aware of a
complaint alleging that patrons were dancing in the venue on 27" May 2021, which is in breach
of the above Act.

At the time of our visit, Mr Askoul was requested to show us CCTV recordings to verify the
complaint. We were informed by Mr Askoul that due to water leaking through the ceiling, some of
the CCTV cameras were not working.

It was concluded that you had failed to comply with the conditions embedded on the premise
licences, namely:

Condition 1 - CCTV shall be installed to Home Office Guidance standards and maintained in a
good working condition and recordings shall be kept for 31 days and shall be made available to
police and authorised Officers from Brent Council. This must comply with the Data Protection Act
including signage.

Condition 7 - A ‘Challenge 25’ policy shall be adopted and adhered to all times.
Condition 11 - An incident log shall be kept at the premises, and made available for inspection
on request to an authorised officer of Brent Council or the Police, which will record the following

(a) all ejections of patrons
(b) all crimes reported to the venue
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(c) any complaints received

(d) any incidents of disorder

(e) all seizures of drugs or offensive weapons

(f) any faults in the CCTV system or searching equipment or scanning equipment
(9) any refusal of the sale of alcohol

(h) any visit by a relevant authority or emergency service.

If you require clarification, please do not hesitate to contact me.

dwellings. The noise caused by patrons exiting the premises and finding suitable transport home is
likely to be detrimental to the residential amenity. This is exacerbated by the inadequate level of public
transport available at the proposed closing hours.

The operating schedule does not address the prevention of public nuisance from:
- Noise from patrons exiting the premises
- Noise from music from the premises emanating from the premises

Supporting Information

The Nuisance Control Team received complaints alleging noise from patrons leaving the premises on
the following dates and times:

- 27th December 2021 at 01:15

- 1st January 2022 at 03:49

Further to the complaints, officers visited the area to carry out pro-active monitoring of noise from the
premises. On 21st January 2022 at 0020 hours, officers witnessed loud amplified music emanating
through an open door to the premises. There were a number of patrons directly outside the premises
creating noise. The Nuisance Control Team are of the opinion that an extension of the opening hours
will lead to further noise complaints due to, in particular patrons leaving the premises in the early hours
of the morning.

No Irresponsible Drinks Promotions

(1) The responsible person must ensure that staff on relevant premises do not carry out, arrange or participate in any
irresponsible promotions in relation to the premises.

(2) In this paragraph, an irresponsible promotion means any one or more of the following activities, or substantially similar
activities, carried on for the purpose of encouraging the sale or supply of alcohol for consumption on the premises—

1. (a)games or other activities which require or encourage,

or are designed to require or encourage, individuals to— (i) drink a quantity of alcohol within a time limit (other than to drink
alcohol sold or supplied on the premises before the cessation of the period in which the responsible person is authorised to
sell or supply alcohol), or (ii) drink as much alcohol as possible (whether within a time limit or otherwise);

(b) provision of unlimited or unspecified quantities of alcohol free or for a fixed or discounted fee to the public or to a group
defined by a particular characteristic in a manner which carries a significant risk of undermining a licensing objective;

(c) provision of free or discounted alcohol or any other thing as a prize to encourage or reward the purchase and
consumption of alcohol over a period of 24 hours or less in a manner which carries a significant risk of undermining a
licensing objective;

(d) selling or supplying alcohol in association with promotional posters or flyers on, or in the vicinity of, the premises which
can reasonably be considered to condone, encourage or glamorise anti-social behaviour or to refer to the effects of
drunkenness in any favourable manner;

(e) dispensing alcohol directly by one person into the mouth of another (other than where that other person is unable to
drink without assistance by reason of disability).

Free Water

The responsible person must ensure that free potable water is provided on request to customers where it is reasonably
available.

Age Verification Policy

(1) The premises licence holder or club premises certificate holder must ensure that an age verification policy is adopted in
respect of the premises in relation to the sale or supply of alcohol.

(2) The designated premises supervisor in relation to the premises licence must ensure that the supply of alcohol at the
premises is carried on in accordance with the age verification policy.

(3) The policy must require individuals who appear to the responsible person to be under 18 years of age (or such older age
as may be specified in the policy) to produce on request, before being served alcohol, identification bearing their
photograph, date of birth and either—

(a) a holographic mark, or

(b) an ultraviolet feature.

Small Measures to be Available

The responsible person must ensure that—

(a) where any of the following alcoholic drinks is sold orFs)@)gI%oaé]‘ consumption on the premises (other than alcoholic
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drinks sold or supplied having been made up in advance ready for sale or supply in a securely closed container) it is
available to customers in the following measures—

(i) beer or cider: Y2 pint;
(i) gin, rum, vodka or whisky: 25 ml or 35 ml; and
(iii) still wine in a glass: 125 ml;

(b) these measures are displayed in a menu, price list or other printed material which is available to customers on the
premises; and

(c) where a customer does not in relation to a sale of alcohol specify the quantity of alcohol to be sold, the customer is
made aware that these measures are available

Minimum Price of Alcohol

1.A relevant person shall ensure that no alcohol is sold or supplied for consumption on or off the premises for a price which
is less than the permitted price.

2.For the purposes of the condition set out in paragraph 1—

(a)—duty] is to be construed in accordance with the Alcoholic Liquor Duties Act 1979;
(b)—permitted price| is the price found by applying the formula—

P=D+(DxV)

()P is the permitted price,

(il)D is the amount of duty chargeable in relation to the alcohol as if the duty were charged on the date of the sale or supply
of the alcohol, and

(iii)V is the rate of value added tax chargeable in relation to the alcohol as if the value added tax were charged on the date
of the sale or supply of the alcohol;

(c)—relevant person| means, in relation to premises in respect of which there is in force a premises licence—
()the holder of the premises licence,
(ithe designated premises supervisor (if any) in respect of such a licence, or
(iii)the personal licence holder who makes or authorises a supply of alcohol under such a licence;

(d) —relevant person|| means, in relation to premises in respect of which there is in force a club premises certificate,
any member or officer of the club present on the premises in a capacity which enables the member or officer to prevent the
supply in question; and

(e)—valued added tax|| means value added tax charged in accordance with the Value Added Tax Act 1994.

3.Where the permitted price given by Paragraph (b) of paragraph 2 would (apart from this paragraph) not be a whole
number of pennies, the price given by that sub-paragraph shall be taken to be the price actually given by that sub-
paragraph rounded up to the nearest penny.

4.(1) Sub-paragraph (2) applies where the permitted price given by Paragraph (b) of paragraph 2 on a day (—the first
day||) would be different from the permitted price on the next day (—the second day||) as a result of a change to the rat e of
duty or value added tax.

(2)The permitted price which would apply on the first day applies to sales or supplies of alcohol which take place before the
expiry of the period of 14 days beginning on the second day.

Requirement for a DPS

(1) No supply of alcohol may be made under the premisel tpg@d55




(a)at a time when there is no designated premises supervisor in respect of the premises licence, or

(b)at a time when the designated premises supervisor does not hold a personal licence or their personal licence is
suspended.

(2) Every supply of alcohol under the premises licence must be made or authorised by a person who holds a personal
licence.

Door Supervisors and Security Staff to be Licensed by the SIA (when required)

Annex 2 — Conditions consistent with the operating schedule

1 CCTV shall be installed to Home Office Guidance standards and maintained in a good working condition and recordings
shall be kept for 31 days and shall be made available to police and authorised Officers from Brent Council. This must
comply with the Data Protection Act including signage.

2 The CCTV system shall be capable of obtaining clear facial recognition images and a clear head and shoulder image of
every person entering or leaving the premises.

3 A CCTV camera shall be installed to cover the entrance of the premises and the rear yard.

4 Door supervisors shall wear clothing that can be clearly and easily identified on CCTV.

5 Door supervisors of a sufficient number and gender mix, shall be employed from 22.00 hours on any day when the
premises are open for alcohol sales and regulated entertainment licensable activities past 23.00 hours.

6 A register/log containing the names, badge number, dates & times of duty of security staff and any incidents that occur
shall be kept and made available to the Police and Licensing Authority.

7 A "Challenge 25" policy shall be adopted and adhered to all times.

8 Any staff directly involved in selling alcohol for retail to consumers, staff who provide training and all managers will
undergo regular training of Licensing Act 2003 legislation. This will be documented and signed for by the DPS and the
member of staff receiving the training. This training log éﬂagxe KBt on the premises and made available for inspection by




police and relevant authorities upon request.

9 Customers shall not be permitted to take open drink containers outside the premises as defined on the plan submitted
to and approved by the Licensing Authority.

10 The consumption of alcohol will be restricted to those parts of the premises identified on the plan submitted with the
operating schedule and approved by the licensing authority.

11 Anincident log shall be kept at the premises, and made available for inspection on request to an authorised officer of
Brent Council or the Police, which will record the following

(a) all ejections of patrons

(b) all crimes reported to the venue

(c) any complaints received

(d) any incidents of disorder

(e) all seizures of drugs or offensive weapons

(f) any faults in the CCTV system or searching equipment or scanning equipment
(g) any refusal of the sale of alcohol

(h) any visit by a relevant authority or emergency service. 23

12 A copy of the premises licence summary including the hours which licensable activities are permitted shall be visible
from the outside of each entrance to the premises.

13 Notices asking customers to leave quietly shall be conspicuously displayed at the exit.

14 Acceptable proof of age shall include identification bearing the customer"s photograph, date of birth and integral
holographic mark or security measure. Suitable means of identification would include photo-card driving licence and
passport.

15 The designated smoking area (DSA) shall be located at the front of the premises facing the High Street.

16 When the premises licence is in operation the DSA shall be limited to no more than 5 people at any one time.

17 No alcohol shall be available for any customer when the premises are open primarily for use by persons under the age
of 18.

18 Nudity, striptease and other entertainment of an adult nature shall not be permitted on the premises.

19 The applicant shall submit a dispersal policy to the satisfaction of all Responsible Authorities detailing how dispersal
and how noise from dispersal will be managed so as to prevent public nuisance being experienced by neighbouring and
nearby residents. The dispersal policy must include proactive patrols of the surrounding and opposite roads by stewards in
high visibility clothing for up to one hour after the premises close to the public.

20 There shall be no entry re-entry after midnight.

21 The DPS shall ensure that a risk assessment is undertaken of any promotion or event* and provide a copy to the
Metropolitan Police Service (MPS) and the licensing authority not less than 14 days before the event is due to take place.
Submission of electronic documents by E-Mail is preferred. *An event will be deemed to be any occasion in a licensed
premise, or other venue under a Temporary Event Notice, where there will be a performance (meaning musicians, DJs,
MCs, or other artists) that is promoted in some form by either the venue or an outside promoter, where entry is either free,
by invitation, payment either on the door or by ticket.

22 A sign stating "No proof of age -- No sale" shall be displayed at the point of sale. 24
23 Notices explaining the licensee"s policy on admissions and searching shall be placed at the entrance.

24 Notices clearly explaining the licensee"s drugs policy shall be displayed at the entrance and at suitable places
throughout the premises.

25 Substantial food and non-intoxicating beverages shgﬂé@@/@qble during the whole of licensed hours in all parts of the
premises where intoxicants are provided.




26 A personal licence holder fluent in conversant English shall be present on the premises and supervise the sale of
alcohol throughout the permitted hours for the sale of alcohol.

27 Toilets shall be checked every 1 hour for the use of drugs and other illegal activities.

28 A toilet checklist shall be displayed on the wall in all toilets. Staff shall use these checklists to record their name and
certify the time of the check. Checklists are to be replaced daily and all old checklists must be retained and made available
for inspection by the police and authorised officers from Brent Council.

29 All emergency exit routes shall remain unobstructed at all times including external pathways/routes within the boundary
of the premises to a place of safety from the building. These shall be maintained to ensure they can be used when required.

30 Regulated entertainments shall not be permitted at the premises until such time as a scheme of acoustic treatment
works approved and confirmed by the Council"s nuisance control team has been installed, completed and tested by a
registered member of the Institute of Acoustics.

29 No noise or vibration shall be detectable at the nearest noise sensitive premises.

30 All doors and windows will remain closed during the licensed activities save for where a door is being used to enter or
leave the premises. Where a door is used for patrons to enter or leave the premises the door will be fitted with a self-closing
device and staff told to ensure that it is not propped open. A member of staff shall be positioned at the door to ensure it is
opened for as brief a period as possible

31  Entry to the premises will be restricted to the front entrance via the High Street whilst the premises is being used for
the licensed activity, save for escorted disabled access which may be via the rear fire door.

32 All speakers must be mounted on anti-vibration mountings to prevent vibration transmission of sound energy to
adjoining properties.

33 The licensee shall ensure that no music played in the licensed premises is audible at or within the site boundary of any
residential property.

34 All entertainment will utilise the in-house amplification system, the maximum output of which is controlled by the duty
manager.

35 The locks and flush latches on the exit doors and gates shall be unlocked and kept free from fastenings other than
push bars or pads whilst the public are on the premises.

36 The socket outlets (or other power supplies used for DJ equipment, band equipment and other portable equipment)
that are accessible to performers, staff or the public shall be suitably protected by a residual current device (RCD) having a
rated residual operating current not exceeding 30 milliamps.

37 Exits shall not be obstructed (including by curtains, hangings or temporary decorations), and must be accessible via
non-slippery and even surfaces, free of trip hazards and clearly identified.

38 Where chairs and tables are provided, internal gangways must be kept unobstructed.

39 Subject to risk assessment, the maximum number of persons permitted on the Premises (not including staff) shall be:
166 persons.
