If a Member is aware they have a Personal Interest** in an item of business, they must declare its 
existence and nature at the start of the meeting or when it becomes apparent. 
 

If the Personal Interest is also significant enough to affect your judgement of a public interest and 
either it affects a financial position or relates to a regulatory matter then after disclosing the 
interest to the meeting the Member must leave the room without participating in discussion of the 
item, except that they may first make representations, answer questions or give evidence relating 
to the matter, provided that the public are allowed to attend the meeting for those purposes.

land in the council’s area, if the total nominal value of the securities exceeds £25,000 or 
one hundredth of the total issued share capital of that body or of any one class of its issued 
share capital.

There is currently a planning application relating to the Aura, 763-765 Harrow Rd, HA0 2LW Ref 

22/1957. This application is for “Outdoor canopy and seating area only”. 

Whilst Planning and Licensing are separate regimes there are times when information can come 

to light that can and should be used to help determine a licensing or planning application. The 

information obtained indicates that the Premises Licence Holder is trying to utilise all available 

areas within his premises footprint to as late an hour as possible which has and will continue to 

undermine the licensing objectives if not robustly dealt with through the two applications being 

heard on the 5th July and especially the review application. 

I submit the attached emails with photographs that shows the premises has no dedicated storage 

areas for their rubbish resulting in this being piled on the street which undermines the licensing 

objective relating to public nuisance.

31st December 2021 – a report was made that a victim had been spiked 

 

16th Jan 2022 the robbery offence happened  

 

17th Jan 2022 – Pc Bailey spoke to the club via a telephone call, they denied that a 

robbery took place or anything else and stated that the police must have the wrong 

information. They disconnected the phone.  

PC Bailey called back where he explained that CCTV must be viewed by police 

the club said a fight occurred but they have sorted it and they don’t need police to 

get involved.  

 

18th Jan 2022 – Pc Bailey attended the club where the head door man (Ahmed) 

stated it was the manager who is in control of CCTV, after speaking to the 

manager he stated that the head door man is the person who can download the 

CCTV. 

After stating that police will get a warrant to get the CCTV the manager stated 

that he can view and download the CCTV, the manager provided police with a 

small clip of CCTV which police viewed, times and dates. The ID machine was also 

viewed which was broken and had been broken for 1 month (which was confirmed 

by PC Bailey).  

PC Bailey stood inside the club and saw when people came into the club they 

pretended to use the machine stating it worked when it didn’t.  

PC Bailey also saw groups of people enter the club and were not searched  

 

19th Jan 2022 PC Bailey was sent four clips of CCTV which after close inspection 

seemed to be edited to the version that the club only wanted to show and was not 

the times or dates required. PC Bailey contacted Licensing unit where they 

explained that they have been having problems with the club in regards to the 

Administering GHB substance – 2000018/22 

PC Bailey contacted the victim of the Robbery and asked if he was happy to attend 

court which he was very eager to take the investigation all the way and help as 

much as possible,  PC Bailey then called the head door man and explained that 

this case may go to court and therefore the police will need the CCTV between 

specific times with no gaps.  

 

20th Jan 2022 - after re-watching the CCTV clips that PC Bailey was provided, it 

looks like one of the door man, is seen in the CCTV to pick up what is believed to 

be the chain, play with it and hold it in his hand for quite some time before he 

walks off camera.  

 

21st– 24th Jan 2022 PC Bailey contacted the licensing team and continued with 

further investigations.  

 

25th Jan 2022 – Aura venue have told police that the CCTV was ready for 

collection for Administering GHB substance – 2000018/22 
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05th Feb 2022 – police spoke with Aura and were told that the CCTV was not 

downloaded and they would not be able to pick it up as it comes from a different 

site. (Administering GHB substance – 2000018/22) 

 

 

7th Feb 2022 – PC Bailey contacted the manager who explained that all the CCTV 

had been given to police, however when PC Bailey asked who it was given to he 

could not say, he then stated that CCTV for the robbery wasn’t provided as the 

victim told him the case had been dropped, PC Bailey explained that the police 

still require the CCTV which the manager has stated that he will need to now call 

an engineer to have a look. 

 

9th Feb PC bailey messaged the manager and asked to confirm he will be over 

Thursday 10th, the manger has replied stating that he has a high fever which is not 

covid but he won’t be better until sunder or Monday when the 28 days are over, 

he has stated he cannot realise the password to the CCTV to anyone else at the 

club as it needs to be safe.

I acknowledge receipt of an application for the review of the above said property under section 51 of 
the club premises certificate and section 87 of the Licensing Act 2003, submitted by Mr Martin Wood 
from Brent Council 
 
Basis of the Review 
 
The main complaints regarding this venue are those of noise nuisance created by regulated 
entertainment which is fully detailed in the review submitted by Mr Wood. In addition to the noise 
nuisance complaints the council have concerns over waste management, food safety and Parking. 
 
The current opening hours of the venue are as follows: 
 
Monday to Thursday from 11.00 hours to 02.30 hours 
Friday and Saturday from 11.00 hours to 03.30 hours 
Sunday from 11.00 hours to 02.30 hours. 
 
The regulated entertainment and sale of alcohol cease half an hour before the closing time 
respectively. 
 
Mr Woods is proposing that new times should be: 
 
Monday to Thursday from 11.00 hours to 00.00 hours 
Friday and Saturday from 11.00 hours to 01.00 hours 
Sunday from 11.00 to 00.00 hours. 
 
Having read through this review and looked at the crime figures, complaints and numerous calls to 
this venue over just the last year alone, police fully support this review and the reduction of hours 
suggested by Mr Wood.

As you see from the above data a majority of the crimes and calls to police are after midnight. This is 
more than likely going to be fuelled by drunk behaviour where customers are using the Aura Lounge 
as an alternative venue to attend once the public houses have ceased trading. A shortening of the 
opening hours of the club would reduce a majority of the crimes that this venue is experiencing.  
 
Licensing Issues 
 
There is an attached exhibit to this letter, which is an e-mail from PC Dan Bailey – Exhibit PSG/1. To 
summarise this e-mail from PC Bailey he was investigating to separate matters, one of drink spiking 
and another of robbery. Both of these investigations required CCTV from the Aura. Numerous 
attempts had been made by PC Bailey where the club have firstly denied any incident took place. 
Then after repeated attempts to obtain the CCTV it was sent ‘edited’.  
 
The club have then decided that the police did not require the CCTV as the victim no longer wished to 
substantive the allegation. PC Bailey had to explain that it was not their decision to make. The footage 
then showed one of the SIA picking up the stolen item and walking off camera with the property. To 
the best of my knowledge this item of property was not handed to the police or victim. 
 
PC Bailey detailed how he had to threaten to get a warrant from court in order to obtain the CCTV.  
 
From a licensing perspective I have grave concerns over the difficulties that police had on two 
separate occasions with obtaining CCTV. This is a basis requirement and I would expect the DPS to 
provide this CCTV without question within a speedy time frame. It is even more worrying to hear that 
a member of the security team had picked up this item which has not been seen since. 
 
Summary 
 
There appears to be a persistent problem with the management of the club providing police with 
CCTV from The Aura. This is a breach of the Aura’s premises license which undermines the polices’ 
ability to effectively prevent crime and disorder. 
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The above crime and incident figures are very high. These figures only show the last year of reported 
crime and I fear there is great deal more of un-reported crime linked to the venue. 
 
In addition to the crime and disorder matters which is the main concern of the police, there are the 
issues of noise nuisance, waste enforcement, food safety and parking. A combination of all these 
issues shows a clear lack of control from the management of the club and police fully support the 
recommendations made by Mr Woods within this review.

I understand that the council is currently carrying out a licence review/consultation for The 
Aura Nightclub until tomorrow, 9th June. As the newly elected Labour councillor for Sudbury 
I would also like to make a representation on behalf of the local  Sudbury residents who got 
in touch with me and the previous councillors with their complaints concerning parking on 
the side streets and the noise caused by the activity taking place at the club during 
Friday/Saturday evenings. I believe that previously, Cllr Stephens and Cllr Daly have advised 
the manager of the Aura Lounge to encourage their customers to park at the Vale Farm car 
park in order to avoid overcrowding the residential streets around the venue and avoid 
disruption to local residents, but the situation, unfortunately, doesn't seem to have 
improved. The residents have also complained about the high levels of noise coming from 
the venue during the night which is causing a lot of inconvenience to them. 
 
I also understand that the police officer from emergency response team at Wembley Police 
Station has received numerous emergency calls regarding anti-social behaviour and 
criminality. He previously mentioned that they dealt with 4 males armed with large 
machetes, a car failed to stop for police having crashed into multiple cars. This venue 
generates dozens of calls to the police and all are undoubtedly linked to the Aura lounge. I 
believe that the council has now installed a CCTV camera to monitor the activity taking place 
at the nightclub which is a very positive and welcomed development. 
  
As much as I would like to support local businesses in the area and I don't want their licence 
to be jeopardised, in light of the many complaints that have been received from residents 
regarding parking, noise, and anti-social behaviour issues coming from the venue, I believe 
stronger measures need to be put in place to address the residents' concerns.

I have considered the application and I wish to make a representation that the likely effect of the 
grant of the application is detrimental to the Licensing Objectives for the reasons indicated below. 
 
I am an officer of the Licensing Authority, in whose area the premises are situated, who is 
authroised for the purposes of exercising its statutory function as a ‘Responsible 
Authority’ under the Licensing Act 2003. 

The application has been made to vary a premises licence under section 34 of the Act. 

The Licensing Authority representations are primarily concerned with the four licensing objectives; 
• the prevention of crime and disorder;  
• public safety;  
• the prevention of public nuisance; and  
• the protection of children from harm. 
 
The variation is set out in two parts with the following wording taken from the application. 
 

1. To update the existing ground floor plan dated Feb 2014 attached to premise licence 
164845. The updates relate to the rear of the premise that was previously a garden area 
that has now been enclosed with a steel canopy structure with seating and additional 
storage areas, staff room as arranged on the scaled plan. There are also other updates to 
the general layout of the premises. Note that this application to vary seeks to regularise 
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existing licensable activities by demarcating these as coloured lines to cover the relevant 
areas open to customers, it does not seek to alter the timings of any licensable activity 
under sections E,F,I,J that are currently authorised under the premise licence (and so no 
timings have been included in these sections of the application to vary the licence). A copy 
of an updated plan (to replace Feb 2014 plan) with reference GA-100 Revision P3 dated 
30.04.22 is appended to this application.  
 

2. The second part of the variation applied for certain conditions under annex 2 of the 
premises licence to be varied. Details of the variation to the list of conditions are set out in 
the section below and full explanatory details and reasons are provided at Section P in this 
application.  
 
To remove or revise certain conditions under annex 2 of the premise licence namely: 
Condition 11- The outside drinking areas shall cease at 23.30 hours  
Condition 12 - After 23.30 hours the rear smoking area will cease to be used and the front 
smoking area shall be limited to 20 persons and each area shall be suitably supervised. 
Condition 13- The playing of live or recorded music shall not be permitted in any garden 
or external area.  
No other variations are sought. 

 
Following my visit on Monday 30/05/2022 at 11.30am with my colleague Esther Chan, the 
following concerns were discussed. 
 
I am concerned that the proposal to remove conditions 11, 12 and 13 is very likely to undermine 
the licensing objective relating to the prevention of public nuisance. The external canopy area at 
the rear of the premises backs onto residential property and the rear and side of this area. It is 
not fully enclosed and there is no evidence of sufficient sound proofing in place – Photo Exhibit 
JCM/1 shows the open roof area. The applicant has had no acoustic risk assessment done to 
support this application. In fact, the applicant seeks to remove conditions that were in place to 
protect local residents from noise related nuisance. He has offered nothing in return to minimise 
risk.

Brent Council Nuisance Control Team have considered both aspects of the Variation Application. 
You are aware that a Review Application has been submitted based on our concern that the 
licensing objective of preventing public nuisance is not being upheld. We contend that this 
premises is more accurately described as a shisha premises providing nightclub entertainment.  
 
We object to part 1 of the variation application insofar as the external canopy area (ex-garden 
area) is a partial enclosure, rather than a complete enclosure – a configuration which promotes 
rather than prevents public nuisance arising from patrons and regulated entertainment, especially 
at noise sensitive hours. We are therefore opposed to the proposal to regularise licensable 
activities under sections E,F,I,J to the existing terminal hours. We would recommend regularising 
licensable activity I and J (late night refreshment and supply of alcohol) in the external canopy area 
(ex-garden area) to a terminal hour of 23:00hrs Sunday to Thursday; and 23:30hrs Friday and 
Saturday. We oppose regularising licensable activities E and F (live and recorded music) for the 
reasons provided in this objection.  
 
We similarly object to aspects of part 2 of the variation application, as follows (application-worded 
items are highlighted yellow):  
 
11 The outside drinking areas shall cease at 23.30 hours – This condition is to be revised in part to 
exclude the rear area which is now enclosed by a steel canopy. This condition is to be re-worded 
to specify the outside area to the front of the premises on Harrow Road.  
 
We object to the proposed revision and recommend Condition 11 be revised as follows:  
The partially enclosed external canopy area (ex-garden area) shall cease at 23.00 hours 
Sunday to Thursday, and midnight Friday and Saturday.  
 
12 After 23.30 hours the rear smoking area will cease to be used and the front smoking area shall 
be limited to 20 persons and each area shall be suitably supervised. – This condition is to be 
revised in part where the previous rear smoking area no longer exists and the condition is no 
longer applicable. The condition shall remain in limiting the front smoking area – the private 
forecourt on Harrow Road.  
 
We are unclear as to the location of the rear smoking area. It is not labelled on the plan. We 
request this aspect of the variation is made clear on a revised plan and re-submitted to 
Responsible Authorities.  
 
13 The playing of live or recorded music shall not be permitted in any garden or external area. This 
condition is sought for removal because it would no longer be applicable where the garden area is 
now covered by a canopy. 
 

We contend this external canopy area (ex-garden area) is causing public nuisance from patrons 
and regulated entertainment, at noise sensitive hours. The area is only partially enclosed and its 
use at noise sensitive hours is evidently resulting in public nuisance. We therefore recommend 
Condition 13 should be revised to:  
 
The playing of live or recorded music shall not be permitted in the external canopy area (ex-
garden area).

Annex 1 – Mandatory conditions
 

No Irresponsible Drinks Promotions

(1) The responsible person must ensure that staff on relevant premises do not carry out, arrange or participate in any
irresponsible promotions in relation to the premises.

(2) In this paragraph, an irresponsible promotion means any one or more of the following activities, or substantially similar
activities, carried on for the purpose of encouraging the sale or supply of alcohol for consumption on the premises—

1. (a)games or other activities which require or encourage,

or are designed to require or encourage, individuals to— (i) drink a quantity of alcohol within a time limit (other than to drink
alcohol sold or supplied on the premises before the cessation of the period in which the responsible person is authorised to
sell or supply alcohol), or (ii) drink as much alcohol as possible (whether within a time limit or otherwise);

(b) provision of unlimited or unspecified quantities of alcohol free or for a fixed or discounted fee to the public or to a group
defined by a particular characteristic in a manner which carries a significant risk of undermining a licensing objective;

(c) provision of free or discounted alcohol or any other thing as a prize to encourage or reward the purchase and
consumption of alcohol over a period of 24 hours or less in a manner which carries a significant risk of undermining a
licensing objective;

(d) selling or supplying alcohol in association with promotional posters or flyers on, or in the vicinity of, the premises which
can reasonably be considered to condone, encourage or glamorise anti-social behaviour or to refer to the effects of
drunkenness in any favourable manner;

(e) dispensing alcohol directly by one person into the mouth of another (other than where that other person is unable to
drink without assistance by reason of disability).

Free Water

The responsible person must ensure that free potable water is provided on request to customers where it is reasonably
available.

 

Age Verification Policy

(1) The premises licence holder or club premises certificate holder must ensure that an age verification policy is adopted in
respect of the premises in relation to the sale or supply of alcohol.

(2) The designated premises supervisor in relation to the premises licence must ensure that the supply of alcohol at the
premises is carried on in accordance with the age verification policy.

(3) The policy must require individuals who appear to the responsible person to be under 18 years of age (or such older age
as may be specified in the policy) to produce on request, before being served alcohol, identification bearing their
photograph, date of birth and either—

(a) a holographic mark, or

(b) an ultraviolet feature.

Small Measures to be Available

The responsible person must ensure that— Page 742
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(a) where any of the following alcoholic drinks is sold or supplied for consumption on the premises (other than alcoholic
drinks sold or supplied having been made up in advance ready for sale or supply in a securely closed container) it is
available to customers in the following measures—

(i) beer or cider: ½ pint;

(ii) gin, rum, vodka or whisky: 25 ml or 35 ml; and

(iii) still wine in a glass: 125 ml;

(b) these measures are displayed in a menu, price list or other printed material which is available to customers on the
premises; and

(c) where a customer does not in relation to a sale of alcohol specify the quantity of alcohol to be sold, the customer is
made aware that these measures are available

Minimum Price of Alcohol

1.A relevant person shall ensure that no alcohol is sold or supplied for consumption on or off the premises for a price which
is less than the permitted price.

2.For the purposes of the condition set out in paragraph 1—

(a)―duty‖ is to be construed in accordance with the Alcoholic Liquor Duties Act 1979;

(b)―permitted price‖ is the price found by applying the formula—

P = D + (D x V)

where—

(i)P is the permitted price,

(ii)D is the amount of duty chargeable in relation to the alcohol as if the duty were charged on the date of the sale or supply
of the alcohol, and

(iii)V is the rate of value added tax chargeable in relation to the alcohol as if the value added tax were charged on the date
of the sale or supply of the alcohol;

(c)―relevant person‖ means, in relation to premises in respect of which there is in force a premises licence—

   (i)the holder of the premises licence,

   (ii)the designated premises supervisor (if any) in respect of such a licence, or

   (iii)the personal licence holder who makes or authorises a supply of alcohol under such a licence;

(d)        ―relevant person‖ means, in relation to premises in respect of which there is in force a club premises certificate,
any member or officer of the club present on the premises in a capacity which enables the member or officer to prevent the
supply in question; and

(e)―valued added tax‖ means value added tax charged in accordance with the Value Added Tax Act 1994.

3.Where the permitted price given by Paragraph (b) of paragraph 2 would (apart from this paragraph) not be a whole
number of pennies, the price given by that sub-paragraph shall be taken to be the price actually given by that sub-
paragraph rounded up to the nearest penny.

4.(1)        Sub-paragraph (2) applies where the permitted price given by Paragraph (b) of paragraph 2 on a day (―the first
day‖) would be different from the permitted price on the next day (―the second day‖) as a result of a change to the rat e of
duty or value added tax.

(2)The permitted price which would apply on the first day applies to sales or supplies of alcohol which take place before the
expiry of the period of 14 days beginning on the second day.

Requirement for a DPS
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(1) No supply of alcohol may be made under the premises licence-

 

(a)at a time when there is no designated premises supervisor in respect of the premises licence, or

(b)at a time when the designated premises supervisor does not hold a personal licence or their personal licence is
suspended.

(2) Every supply of alcohol under the premises licence must be made or authorised by a person who holds a personal
licence.

 

Door Supervisors and Security Staff to be Licensed by the SIA (when required)

 

Where the licence includes a condition that at specified times one or more individuals must be at the premises to carry out a
security activity, each individual must be licensed by the Security Industry Authority, with the following exceptions:

 

a) premises where the premises licence authorises plays or films

b) any occasion mentioned in paragraph 8(3)(b) or (c) of Schedule 2 to the Private Security Industry Act 2001 (premises
being used exclusively by a club with a club premises certificate, under a temporary event notice authorising plays or films
or under a gaming licence), or

c) any occasion within paragraph 8(3)(d) of  Schedule 2 to the Private Security Industry Act 2001

Film Classification When required

(i) The admission of children to the exhibition of any film must be restricted in accordance with the recommendation of the
designated film classification body unless section (ii) applies.

(ii) Where the licensing authority notifies the holder of the licence that this subsection applies the admission of children must
be restricted in accordance with any recommendation made by the licensing authority.

In this section-

"children" means persons aged under 18; and

"film classification body" means the person or persons designated as the authority

under section 4 of the Video Recordings Act 1984 (c. 39) (authority to determine suitability of video works for classification).

 

 

 

 

Annex 2 – Conditions consistent with the operating schedule
1 Closed Circuit Television (CCTV) shall be installed and maintained in accordance with the Association of Chief Police
Officers (ACPO) guidance, and all recorded images kept and made available to the Police and the Licensing Authority for
31 days.
2 Door supervisors shall wear clothing that can be clearly and easily identified on CCTV.
3 Door supervisors of a suitable gender mix, shall be employed from 21:00hours on any day when the premises are open
for the sale of alcohol past 00:00hours.
4 A register/log containing the names, badge number, dates & times of duty of security staff and any incidents that occur
shall be kept and made available to the Police and Licensing Authority.
5 Customers shall not be permitted to take open drink containers outside the premises as defined on the plan submitted toPage 744



and approved by the Licensing Authority.
6 A "Challenge 21" policy shall be adopted and adhered to at all times.
7 No alcohol shall be available for any customer when the premises are open primarily for use by persons under the age of
18.
8 Substantial food and non-intoxicating beverages shall be available during the whole of licensed hours in all parts of the
premises where intoxicants are provided.
9 An incident log shall be kept at the premises, and made available for inspection on request to an authorised officer of
Brent Council or the Police, which will record the following:

(a)  all crimes reported to the venue

(b)  all ejections of patrons

(c)  any complaints received

(d)  any faults in the CCTV system or searching equipment or scanning equipment

(e)  any refusal of the sale of alcohol

(f) any visit by a relevant authority or emergency service.
10 No entry or re-entry shall be permitted after 00.00 hours Sunday to Thursday and 01.00hours Friday and Saturday.
11 The outside drinking areas shall cease at 23.30 hours.
12 After 23.30 hours the rear smoking area will cease to be used and the front smoking area shall be limited to 20 persons
and each area shall be suitably supervised.
13 The playing of live or recorded music shall not be permitted in any garden or external area.
14 Notices asking customers to leave quietly shall be conspicuously displayed at all exits.
15 Nudity, striptease and other entertainment of an adult nature shall not be permitted on the premises.
16 All doors and windows shall remain closed during any licensable activity and where a door is used for patrons to enter or
leave the premises the door shall be lobbied and fitted with a self-closing device.
17 The level of music shall be arranged so as not to cause a nuisance to local residents.
18 Notices asking customers to leave quietly shall be conspicuously displayed at all exits.
19 A copy of the premises licence summary including the hours which licensable activities are permitted shall be visible
from the outside of each entrance to the premises.
20 Suitable and sufficient fire fighting equipment shall be installed and properly maintained.
21 Facilities within the premises shall be made available for customers to await taxis.
22 No children shall be admitted unless accompanied by a responsible adult.
23 The total number of people on the premises including staff and performers shall not exceed 220.
24 Any locks or flush latches on exit doors shall be unlocked and kept free from fastenings whilst the public are on the
premises.
25 Any socket outlets (or other power supplies used for DJ equipment, band equipment and other portable equipment) that
are accessible to performers, staff or the public shall be suitably protected by a residual current device (RCD having a rated
residual operating current not exceeding 30 milliamps).
