This order is made for 3 months and ends on 9 November 2022 at 11:59pm
Note: a person who without reasonable excuse remains on or enters premises in contravention
of a Closure Order commits an offence under section 86 of the Anti-social Behaviour, Crime

and Policing Act 2014, liable on summary conviction to imprisonment not exceeding 51 weeks
and / or an unlimited fine.
