
NASACRE Updates 

1. NASACRE Statement on the Curriculum and Assessment Review (Nov 2025) 

Key Point: 

Following publication of the Curriculum and Assessment Review — Building a World-Class Curriculum for 

All report, NASACRE issued a formal statement welcoming the recognition given to RE in the review 

and emphasising the continuing role of SACREs in shaping future curriculum developments.  

Highlights from the Statement: 

 NASACRE welcomed the Review’s findings acknowledging the importance of RE in pupils’ 

intellectual, personal, spiritual, moral, social and cultural development.  

 The association noted the recognition of inconsistency in the quality and provision of RE across 

schools, particularly where Agreed Syllabi are not followed in many academy settings.  

 NASACRE supports the staged approach proposed in the review toward potentially placing RE on 

the National Curriculum, while safeguarding the involvement of SACREs and representatives from 

religion/belief communities in the process.  

 The statement emphasises NASACRE’s intention to actively engage in national discussions on 

future curriculum content and implementation.
